Did You Know that September 30 was National Truth 
and Reconciliation Day/Orange Shirt Day?  

   

     This day is a response to the Truth and Reconciliation 
Commission's Call to Action #80, recommending the       
government set a national day to commemorate the history 
and legacy of residential schools. Orange Shirt Day is an 
Indigenous led grassroots initiative to honour residential 
school survivors and to remember those students who didn’t 
survive. Its origins commemorate the experience of        
Phyllis Webstab, a residential school survivor, who at       
six years old, was told to remove her new orange shirt and    
to put on the school’s uniform. This experience left her     
feeling worthless and insignificant. We cannot rewrite the 
past but we can make a new future and offer healing for past 
harms and injustices. Donating to the Diocesan Truth 
and Reconciliation Fund is one way we can support 
healing and reconciliation with Indigenous people 
and communities within the Diocese.

Ses origines commémorent             
l'expérience de Phyllis Webstab, une survivante des         
écoles résidentielles, à qui l'on a demandé, à l'âge de six ans, 
d'enlever son nouveau t-shirt orange et de revêtir l'uniforme 
de l'école. Cette expérience lui a donné le sentiment d'être 
sans valeur et a été le point de départ de sa longue lutte pour 
la justice et la réconciliation.  Nous ne pouvons pas réécrire 
le passé, mais nous pouvons construire un nouvel avenir et 
offrir une guérison pour les torts et les injustices du passé.  
Faire un don au Fonds diocésain pour la vérité et la 
réconciliation est une façon de soutenir la guérison 
et la réconciliation avec les peuples et les            
communautés autochtones du diocèse.

Saint of the Week:  
October 11- St. John XXIII (1881-1963) was born     
Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli in Italy. He was ordained a priest 
in 1904 and served as a secretary to the Bishop of Bergamo, 
seminary teacher, sergeant in the medical corps, military 
chaplain, and spiritual director before being appointed    
Bishop in 1925, Cardinal in 1953 and at the death of Pius 
XII elected Pope in 1958. Less than three months after his 
election, he announced that he would hold a diocesan synod, 
the first in the history of Rome held in 1960. Known for his 
modesty and pastoral concern, “Good Pope John” modeling 
the Good Shepherd dedicated his ministry to the spiritual 
and corporal works of mercy: visiting the imprisoned, the 
sick, and welcoming those of every nation and faith.        
Sustained by a profound spirit of prayer, he summoned the 
Second Vatican Council in 1962 and established the       
Commission for the Revision of the Code of Canon Law in 
1963. His hope was that the Council would signal a “new” 
style for the Church and its authority. He was canonized in 
2014 by St. John Paul II.
