Saint of the Week:  
May 3: St. Philip the Apostle (death 80 AD) was born 
in the city of Bethsaida, Galilee. The choice of Philip as a 
disciple is recorded in Matthew, Mark and Luke. John’s 
Gospel records several conversations between Jesus and 
Philip. He was present at the wedding feast in Cana and at 
the miracle of the loaves and fishes. Philip brought Nathaniel 
(Bartholomew) to Christ. At the Last Supper, Philip asked 
Jesus to reveal the Father to them, giving Jesus a chance to 
explain to his disciples about the unity of the Father and the 
Son. Philip was among the Apostles awaiting the Holy Spirit 
in the Upper Room. Philip played a crucial role in the early 
church throughout Carthage, Greece, Syria and Asia-Minor 
spreading Christianity through his teachings, miracles and 
unwavering faith. Tradition has it that he was martyred by 
beheading in the city of Hierapolis. He is 
commonly associated with the symbol of the 
Latin Cross. Other symbols assigned to him 
include the cross with two loaves, a basket 
filled with bread, a spear with the patriarchal 
cross or a cross with a carpenter’s square. 
Philip is a patron of hat makers and of pastry 
chefs.  

Saint de la semaine :  
3 mai : Saint Philippe (Apôtre) Philippe fut l'un des 
douze apôtres accompagnant Jésus-Christ d'après les     
évangiles et le livre des Actes des Apôtres. Philippe est 
d'abord un disciple de Jean Baptiste avant de suivre Jésus. 
Dans l'Évangile de Jean, c'est à lui que Jésus s'adresse avant 
la première multiplication des pains (Jn 6,5-7) ; à qui se pré-
sentent des Grecs païens cherchant à rencontrer Jésus quatre 
jours avant la Crucifixion (Jn 12,20-22) ; et lors de la Cène, 
c'est lui qui demande à Jésus de leur montrer le Père (Jn 14,8
-11). Après la Pentecôte, il serait parti évangéliser des ré-
gions d'Asie Mineure et prêcha aux Scythes. En Syrie, il 
séjourne à Émèse (aujourd'hui Homs) et à Hiérapolis de Sy-
rie (Manbij) où il réalise des miracles et installe le pre-
mier épiscope de la ville. D'après la tradition, il est lapidé et 
crucifié à Hiérapolis (Pamukkale) en Phrygie.

May 5th is the National Day of Awareness for Missing 
and Murdered Indigenous Women and Girls also known 
as Red Dress Day?  The REDress project began in 2010 
when Metis artist Jaime Black hung hundreds of empty, red 
dresses to represent the missing and murdered women and 
girls of Canada.  According to Stats Canada, Indigenous   
women and girls are six times more likely to be murdered 
than other groups of people in Canada.  TRC Call to Action 
#41 addresses the issue of disproportionate violence towards 
Indigenous women and girls and calls for a public inquiry 
which released a final report in 2019 with 231 calls for     
justice.
