Saint of the Week:  
May 14: St. Matthias (1st Century AD-80AD) whose 
name means ‘gift of God’ was born in Judea and was chosen 
by the apostles to replace Judas Iscariot. Although Matthias 
is not named among the followers of Jesus in the three     
synoptic gospels, Acts of the Apostles (1.15-26) records that 
Matthias had been with Jesus as one of the 72 followers     
Jesus had sent forth to preach the good news from the time 
of his baptism by John until his Resurrection and could bear 
witness to these events. Since the number twelve held great 
importance to the Israelites, representing the twelve tribes of 
Israel they required a twelfth apostle in order for the         
disciples of Jesus to form the new Israel. After Jesus’        
Resurrection Peter gathered 120 people and suggested two 
names be put forward and the assembly cast 
lots and Matthias was chosen.

(Ac.1:22) Il fallait que le nouvel apôtre fût choisi parmi ceux 
qui les avaient « accompagnés durant tout le temps où le 
Seigneur Jésus a marché à notre tête » (Ac.1:21). On proposa 
deux candidats, Joseph dit le Juste et Matthias, qui furent 
départagés par tirage au sort, et c'est Matthias qui fut ainsi 
désigné (cf. Ac 1. 21-26). Avec les autres il reçut le         
Saint-Esprit le jour de la Pentecôte (Ac 2:4ss). Rien n'est 
connu de son activité apostolique.
